Gallery Director, Terri Lew, 

brings her top trending Instagram artists ‘to life’ in the gallery to the sensory delight of our 

clientele. This collective is representative of the most current emerging contemporary artists 

from around the world that Terri herself has been following.  

 

This interactive show is sure to engage, featuring over sixty new international artists who 

showcase their work and document their process via Instagram. Each artist will contribute two 

50cm x 50cm works, of subjective theme, affording consumers and viewers a preview into their 

broader body of work.
